Pics to Fix A folder of digital photos for use in practicing cropping and other photo
enhancement techniques. To view these photos in Picasa, first copy this folder to your My
Pictures folder.

Scanned images from print, slides, and negatives A folder of examples of images created
with a scanner from old family prints, slides, and negatives.

Royalty-free music for slide shows A folder of music files for use in preparing music slide
shows. To listen to these files, simply double-click them. See Main Handout page 23 for an
example of how to use these files with Memories on TV.

FoxitReader23_setup.exe The installer for Foxit Reader, a fast and reliable PDF reader and
an excellent alternative to Adobe Reader. To install this (free) program on your computer, just
double-click this file and follow the on-screen instructions. Download the latest version from

DuplicateCleaner.exe The installer for Duplicate Cleaner, a free programs that locates
duplicate files on your computer, so you can delete them if you wish.

SkypeSetup.exe The installer for Skype, a free Internet video telephone.
FreewarePrimoPDF.exe The installer for PrimoPDF, prints anything to a PDF file.
QuickTimelnstaller.exe The installer for QuickTime (needed if you use MOV video files).

Panoramic Photo Stitcher. Internet Shortcut to "Microsoft ICE", a program that stitches
separate photos into panoramas.
